Bookings are valid after the completed booking form has been received by the Letter, the appropriate deposit has been paid and the booking has been confirmed in writing by the Letter to the Client

The person who signs the Booking Form certifies that he or she is authorised to agree the Booking Terms and Conditions on behalf of all persons named on the Booking Form, including those substituted or added at a later date.
